ENTRY FEE:  $23.00 per entry for all stakes.  No charge for Best of Open or Absolute Run.  Make 

checks payable to DCSTL.  Be sure to bring your dogs’ entry information with you.  Owner is 

responsible for correct information on the entry forms.  Incomplete entry forms will not be accepted.

We are using the large rabbit enclosure at the Eastern Missouri Beagle Club.  Please note that this 

field entrance is approximately 1 and 2/10th mile from the clubhouse.  Parking is available near the 

front gate of this field.  A Port-a-Potty is available in the parking area and one is also in the field.  

The DCSTL will provide some transportation between the club house and this field for those 

needing assistance but individuals are solely responsible for having their dogs in the field on time.  

Please take this into consideration when making your entries.    
 

DON'T BE LATE - LATE ENTRIES CAN'T BE ACCEPTED.  It is recommended that sturdy 

shoes or boots and durable clothing be worn and bring weather-appropriate gear as the trials will 

be run RAIN, SNOW or SHINE!!!  In the event of natural disaster or other circumstances which 

may deem it too dangerous to safely hold the event, entry fees will not be refunded after the event 

closes. 

 

DIRECTIONS TO THE EASTERN MISSOURI BEAGLE CLUB 

 

FROM INTERSTATE 70 - Enter at Route 61 North.  Go North for about 15 miles.  Exit at Route 47 

West.  Go about 2-3 miles and turn right onto Highway H.  Go about 7 miles on Highway H.  Turn left 

onto Tagg Road (gravel road) just before the sign advertising the Kinion Cemetery.  Take the gravel road 

about a mile to the stone house with silver silos and follow the road to the right for about another half 

mile.  This road ends at the gate to the Eastern Missouri Beagle Club clubhouse.  If inclement weather 

causes the Quivre River to flood please contact event chair for alternate directions to the field.    
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CAMPING INFORMATION 
 

Overnight camping is available on the grounds by reservation only.  Please note that the entrance to the 

beagle grounds is located in an area that is subject to flash flooding during heavy rainstorms.  The St. 

Louis weather is very unpredictable.  Please be aware that if you are planning on camping on the grounds 

in a large RV or camper it might be necessary to remove the campers during the trial or it might even be 

impossible for them to enter or exit the grounds at all during heavy rains.  Keep an eye on the weather 

channel for the latest information and make your plans accordingly.  Tent camping and small campers 

should have no problem.   

 

There is a limited number of electrical hook-ups available.  Judges and club members will have first right 

to hook-ups.  If you are planning on camping, make your reservation early by contacting Pam Reed at 

618-667-2807 or pamreedcrook@aol.com.   

 

Per Night Fees:  $5.00 for all camping on grounds without power.  $10.00 for tents, cars, and small 

campers with power.  $15.00 for RV's with power.

ONLY.  ONLY TWO DOGS PER HANDLER DURING PRACTICE TIME.  All dogs must be on a 

leash or in ex-pens/crates around the club house.  No unsupervised dogs in the running grounds at 

any time.  No dogs other than Dachshunds in the running grounds.  The committee reserves the 

right to cancel all practice sessions.   There will be a fee of $25.00 for any rabbit injured or killed by 

a dog or person.
